Agnes Mathilda Pegee, a sister of Robert Emil Peege,  immigrated to the United States with her sister,
Pauline Louise Peege, in 1866.  They traveled aboard the Alpha, which embarked at Hamburg, Germany,
and arrived at the Port of New York on 5 Jul 1866.  Agnes Pegee lived in Louisville, KY, for a year after
her arrival in the United States, then moved to Olean, Ripley County, IN, where she married Charles
Gotthelf Winkler.
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Charles Gotthelf Winkler immigrated to the United States in 1851.  He traveled aboard the Adeheim,
which embarked at Bremen, Germany, and arrived at the Port of New York on 5 Aug 1851.  He settled in
Olean, Ripley County, IN.
